In September 2007,Hospice Brazos Valley opened a third

branch office in La Grange to better serve the patients and
families ofFayette and Lee Counties. This has helped to improve
the quality ofservice we are able to provide to our patients by
decreasing our time on the road - another attribute which sets
Hospice Brazos Valley apart.

Even though we do get reimbursement from Medicare,
Medicaid and private insurance, that amount is still not equal to
the amount it costs to care for a patient. However, our patients
and families will not receive a bill from Hospice Brazos Valley.

How then do we continue to provide the quality ofcare we
do, and have been doing for almost twenty years?  We are a
community-owned non-profit organization that relies on the
support of local communities in our 17 county service area.

Each office holds its own annual fundraising event. The
Bryan office hosts the Hospice Happening every February, which
has been a tradition now for 19 years. The night includes a live
and silent auction,catered meal,and gaming for entertainment.
Since 1996,the Brenham office has held an annual holiday wreath
sale. From 1999 - 2005,we held Jamborees, German Fests, &
Hospice Center Stage. Three years ago Brenham started the
Hospice Soirée which includes a catered meal,a live and silent
auction,and a live band with dancing for our guests.

Our La Grange office will be holding its first fundraising event
in May. It will be the Savor the Flavor of Texas Cooking
Contest on Saturday,May 10 from 2:00 to 5:00 PM.The contest
will be held at the South Forty RV Park on Hwy 77 between La
Grange and Giddings.

Entry is free and there will be five possible categories to enter
including German,Czech, Tex-Mex, Soul Food and Maverick.

The contest is open
to anyone with the exception of HBV staff and professional
chefs.

There will also be a raffle drawing for the quilt
pictured here. This beautiful hand-sewn king-sized
quilt was created and donated by the Happy Hearts
Quilt Guild of Lee County. We held a raffle for this
quilt in January, but it was donated back to us by the
winner: HBV volunteer, Pauline Ott.Tickets are on
sale now and can be purchased at the La Grange
office. Tickets are $1.00 each or purchase a book of
6 tickets for $5.00.
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As in previous elections this
year's presidential campaign is, in many
ways, a national referendum,a way to
measure the pulse ofour nation.
Candidates espouse their views on
various issues with the expectation that
an election victory is a mandate from

voters to continue or change the
current political course.

A significant part of this year's election debate includes 
healthcare. In the midst ofrising medical costs and soaring
insurance premiums we find ourselves engaged in a conversation
about the growing disparity ofaccess to medical services. Much
of the conversation focuses on two basic issues:Is healthcare a
privilege or a right and who should pay for it?  Regardless of
how these questions are answered the stakes are high for patients,
families, employers,insurance companies, and federal and state
governments. We can expect that our new president will use the
election victory as a platform to engage Congress in seeking
solutions to our current healthcare dilemma.

I am mindful that for all of us at Hospice Brazos Valley
healthcare is more than a conversation or debate;it's a daily
reality for our patients and their families. I am especially pleased
to remind you that disparity ofaccess to palliative and end-of-life
care is not an issue for the patients we serve. Everyone who
requests hospice care and is medically appropriate receives it.

Last year we served 731 patients and their care was paid for
from a variety ofsources - 81% ofour patients paid for their
services through their Medicare benefit, 4% through Medicaid,
7% through private insurance, and 8% had no ability to pay.
While healthcare professionals tend to have concerns as to
whether reimbursement from payer sources is consistent with real
costs, we at Hospice Brazos Valley deeply appreciate the
resources made available to our patients by government and
private sources. We are committed to utilizing all sources of
support in cost-effective ways to ensure that the spiritual,social,
and physical needs ofour precious patients and their families are
met in the best possible way. We are especially grateful for the
wellspring ofcommunity support that enables us to provide care
for those without the ability to pay. Last year community support
totaled a little over $1M. It is a remarkable expression of
generosity and concern for others and says much about what
communities value.

As I listen to presidential candidates and evaluate their 
healthcare platforms I'm mindful that determining whether
healthcare is a privilege or a right is a complicated exercise. I am
convinced,however, that how we define access says a great deal
about how we characterize or understand compassionate care and
the human experience. We will be judged by future generations
by how we finally settle the matter. Until then I'm grateful that
access to hospice care is a reality for everyone in the communities
we serve. Thank you for your part in helping make it happen.
